3. Approval of Previous Minutes  

The Chair called for discussion of the previous Minutes and there were a couple of minor corrections brought from the floor.  The Chair called for a motion to approved the Minutes in which Grace Harper made a motion, seconded by Fady Mattar.

4. Old Business
CAL Green Code Building Official Forum
The Chair reported that he spoke to Dave Walls of the California Building Standards Commission about his guest speaking engagement at the Basin Chapter sponsored CAL Green Code Building Official Forum.  The Chair said that a tentative date would be on Monday, March 29.  The Chair stated that all Committee members are encouraged to formulate questions for advance submittal to Mr. Walls.

Residential Provisions of CAL Green Code
Fady Mattar reported that Doug Hensel authored the residential provisions in the CAL Green Code and that Mr. Hensel will be at the California Building Officials (CALBO) Annual Business Meeting in Anaheim on February 25, 2010 and any immediate clarifications could be asked at CALBO.

Assembly Bill No. 2939

Yung Kao restated that Governor Arnold Schwarzenegger vetoed this bill and raised to the Committee what are the impacts of the veto.  It was discussed that the provisions of Section 101.7.1 and other bills allows jurisdictions to provide local findings.
5. IgCC
Kermit Robinson provided an update on the IgCC stating that the final development meeting took place in Austin, TX in January with the final draft for public comment available on March 15, 2010.  The deadline for submission of public comments to the IgCC is on May 14, 2010.  The version for code change proposal will be available in November 2010.  Mr. Robinson shared that the IgCC will have two levels of selection.  The first level being mandatory and the second level being selective.  The levels will require specialized staff to verify measures.
After discussion of Mr. Robinson’s report, the Committee agreed that it would proceed with the IgCC as follows:

· Review final draft for comments;

· Provide comments during the public comment period;

· Consider adding existing sites to Chapter 10 and Chapter 11;

· Consider sending a Basin Chapter representative to the Public Comment Hearing in August 2010 in Chicago.

Fady Mattar suggested that our Committee should review the IgCC in detail before we recommend adoption.
6. 2010 California Green Building Standards Code
Approach
Ron Takiguchi suggested that the Committee’s approach, examination and discussion of the CAL Green Code should be on a Chapter by Chapter basis with detailed inquiry provided to individual Sections in Chapters 3, 4, 5.  The Committee agreed and discussion commenced with Chapter 1.
Chapters 1 thru 4, 7

Chapter 1
Fady Mattar stated that Section 101.3.1 does not cover non-residential or high-rise residential occupancies.  He also mentioned that there is no applicability to OSHPD 3 occupancies.  Mr. Mattar asked generally if the California Building Standards Commission has jurisdiction over non-residential buildings.
Osama Younan stated that a State Health and Safety Code provision allowed applicability of the Building Standards Commission over occupancies not listed in Chapter 1.  Mr. Younan said that he would forward the H&S Section in an email.
Grace Harper mentioned that where definitions are absent from the CAL Green Code, should our Committee consider using definitions from other codes.  Ms. Harper questioned the word “movement” in the reference code for Building, Section 101.5.1.  She contended that terminology used should be consistent in all codes and asked if the word “movement” should require further definition.
Dee Fukaye volunteered to research the word “movement” from previous code editions.

Yung Kao asked if the Findings and Filings Section 101.7.1 would require local jurisdictions to justify any adopted Tier 1 or Tier 2 optional measures.  The Chair suggested that this be added to the questions that will be presented to Dave Walls and Doug Hensel.
Tom Stevens commented on Section 102.3 and the “Documentation of Conformance” and that it perhaps needs to be defined.  Ron Takiguchi referenced Chapter 7 and the Verification of Section 703.1.

Fady Mattar suggested that the Committee would need to select items that are agreed upon and have them approved by their respective jurisdiction.  Richie Kato further added that the Committee would need to agree on the required items and distinguish them from those which are consensus items.
Chapter 2

Ron Takiguchi stated that Chapter 2 does not contain a definition for the word “Sustainability” though the word appears in the CAL Green Code.  He further stated that defining the word would help distinguish it from the word and definition of “green building”.  Kermit Robinson shared that the Sustainable Building Technology Committee of ICC attempted to define this word but opted not to as the word may have varying applicability in various regions.  Mr. Takiguchi acknowledged the statement but offered to provide a definition for Committee discussion.

Chapter 3

Grace Harper asked if the allowance of Section 302.1 for Mixed Occupancy Buildings to allow each occupancy to comply on its own relative to green buildings measures will create a conflict within the respective requirements.

Tom Stevens shared that the web link in Section 305 does not work and that standards should not include links, especially if they are subject to change.
Chapter 4
Osama Younan stated that Table 4.303.1 needs to be compared to the requirements of the Plumbing Code and perhaps make a local amendment to the Plumbing Code to include these requirements.
In conjunction with this Table, the Worksheet from Chapter 8 was presented with comments from the Committee at a later meeting.

Fady Mattar stated that if all plumbing fixtures are water savings type then the worksheets are not necessary.

Grace Harper pointed out that Section 4.304.1 requires that the “builder” provide the Irrigation Controller and the provisions should not only be restricted to the “builder”.  Ms. Harper’s suggestion is that the words “by the builder” be changed to “when irrigation is installed”.  The requirements of Assembly Bill 1881 were brought up and it was suggested that the requirements of this Bill be compared.

7. Question Formation for CBSC, HCD
The Chair asked that each Committee member continue to formulate questions for the meeting with the Building Standards Commission and the Housing and Community Development Commission.
Assignment for next meeting:

· Continue review of the 2010 CAL Green Code.
· Have questions, discussion points ready from Chapters 4, 
Appendix Chapter A4, 5 and Appendix Chapter A5.
The chair adjourned the meeting at 11:30 am.
