2. Approval of Previous Minutes:
The minutes of the March 25, 2010 meeting were approved with correction to identify members representing the Structural Engineers Association of Southern California.

3. Summary of Building Official Forum. 
Jonathan reported that only the non structural questions were asked during the meeting.  The structural questions will be given to Kelley Cobeen at a later time.  
4. Townhouse Definitions: 
Steve Ikkanda wanted to discuss the definition of townhouse between the CRC and the CBC.  The CBC requires Open Space on two sides where the CRC requires yard or public way on two sides.  Steve’s concern is that open space does not allow parking.  There was concern that amending the definition to add court or public way could allow interior court enclosed on three or four sides and the potential for the spread of fire between units at interior corners.  Jonathan will contact significant authority within ICC as to what the intent is.
5. Discussion of proposed amendments / issues of concern by chapters.

Bill Stutsman stated that amendment should be made for hillside buildings when constructed on or into slopes steeper than 3:1 (H:V) to comply with the (City/County/Jurisdiction) building code.  Concern was raised that hillside is not defined in the CRC.  Bill will come up with wording for amendment.
Chapter 8:


Some discussion on attic ventilation for cathedral type ceilings.

Jonathan presented three proposals from the County of LA.

1. Add Footnote i to Table R802.5.1(9) -  re: member size to prevent splitting due to nailing.  Some discussion.  Wording was felt too vague and should be left up to field inspection as currently is the case.

2. Amendment to R802.8 re: lateral support for members with depth to width ratio between 2:1 and 5:1.  Proposed amendment approved.

3. Amendment to R804.1 (New Section) re: use of staples and R804.2 (New Section) re: openings in diaphragms. There was much discussion on openings in diaphragms regarding size, total amount, proximity to braced wall lines.  It was suggested to split this item into two separate items.  It was agreed that the staples should be removed form Tables 602.3(1) and (2) and the amendment to R804.1 would not be needed.  R804.2 was approved with condition #3 to make reference to meeting requirements of section 301.2.2.2.5, condition 4.
Jonathan stated that the structural committee is considering adopting the Northridge Earthquake report on wood frame buildings.  Raises question of what to do with gypsum wall board.
