3. Review of Codes  

· Review of 2010 California Building Code/Residential Code. The committee discussed the history of this committee in previous code development cycles. The committee felt that it was important to review the 2010 CBC for fire and life safety amendments that could be incorporated into the next edition of the LARUCP amendment package. The chair will send out a table of the Chapters in the CBC for volunteers to review for potential amendments. The chair will also contact the chairs of the CRC committee, Jonathan Lam, and the Orange Empire Code Adoption Committee, Steve Ikkanda, regarding coordination with their efforts. It was felt that we needed to encourage the local jurisdictions to consider using the LARUCP amendments as their own amendments for the 2010 CBC. 

· Review of the 2013 International Building Code. The committee discussed the upcoming Final Action Hearings in Dallas. Staff members from Los Angeles County are scheduled to participate but it was felt that there was not enough time to review the code changes as a committee and voice our opinion. It is desired to become involved with the ICC Code Development Process again however.

4. Plan Review Checklists  

The Chair discussed the need to provide up-to-date checklists for the members of the LA Basin Chapter. The previous checklists were not all available on the web site and the committee did want to provide those as in previous years. Mazen Dudar offered the County of LA checklists as a starting point and would send those to the chair to distribute to the committee.    

5. Interpretations

The Chair discussed the potential for this committee to issue responses to code questions similar to what the Orange Empire Chapter had done in the past. After some discussion it was decided that the committee had enough to tackle and that each jurisdiction already handles interpretations on their own. The committee decided to not issue interpretations.

6. Training/Documentation

The Chair talked about the efforts by the Education Committees of both the LA Basin and Orange Empire Chapters. Mazen Dudar told the committee that LA County had developed presentations for each fire and life safety related chapter in the 2007 CBC. It was felt that we could update those presentations but should focus on developing Code Update courses and those that focus on specific code issues. Mazen Dudar agreed to provide the previous powerpoint presentations to the chair for distribution to the committee.

The next meeting is being considered to be held prior to the next LA Basin Chapter meeting on May 13th at the Rio Hondo Event Center. The chair will make the arrangements and let the committee know.
