· 16-01. The exception included in the previous version should have been stricken out per James.

· 16-05. As discussed previously, this amendment was recommended to be denied but was not reflected in the dv1.4 version. This will be reflected in the dv1.5 version.

· 16-09. Still awaiting changes to the “finger tight plus 1/8 wrench turn” language to be included. Also, any reference to wind will be removed.

· 19-05. Debated the proposed language and overall it was felt that another suggested language be incorporated. Will revise and discuss again.

· 23-10. Additional language was added to ensure that a minimum sheathing thickness was included. After several discussion, it was agreed that this be hold over to the next meeting before a decision is made.

4. Open Discussion on LARUCP for CRC. The discussion for the LARUCP amendments to the CRC began. Per Jonathan’s request, the order of discussion of amendments started with Chapter R6 as it was deemed the most crucial. No objection noted from the members present. · R6-02. It was suggested that the strike through for staple fasteners also carry a strike through into all the values associated with the staples. Jonathan will make the appropriate change in the next version.

· R6-03. After much debate, it was agreed that this amendment be denied as the issue will be address in a subsequent amendment already proposed.

· R6-04. After much debate on whether the changed values for wall length was appropriate, it was put to a vote and everyone accepted the recommended version as is.

· R6-05. The fastener requirement was discussed at length and a revised language was proposed. To avoid having to amend other tables, it was suggested that the minimum fastener size and spacing be included in this table. In addition, minimum sheathing thickness of 15/32” was recommended so as to be consistent with proposed action taken in the amendments for the CBC light frame construction requirements.
5. Establish tasks to complete for the next scheduled meeting. Truong reminded the committee members to review the LARUCP amendments and prepare to discuss them in the next meeting. Any proposed draft amendment should be submitted to either Philip or Jonathan so it can be circulated for discussion.
6. Determine next meeting time and location. Next meeting is tentatively scheduled on June 8, 2010 from 1 p.m. to 4 p.m. in the small dining room adjacent to the Alhambra Room. Due to time constraint, a weekly schedule may be warranted. This will be discussed at the next meeting.
