· R3-01. The committee approved the amendment as submitted.

· R3-02. Pending. The amendment is not related to structural and will be reviewed by the CRC committee. 
· R3-03. The committee approved the amendment as submitted.

· R3-04. Pending. After much debate, the majority of the members presented considered the amendment (Changing design professional to civil engineer) is redundant since the Business and Professional Code already defines who is qualified to determine the design flood elevation. The committee will re-discuss this amendment if new language is proposed during next meeting.

· R4-01. After much debate, the committee agreed that this amendment should be eliminated since disallowing the wood foundations in SDC D0, D1, D2 or E is addressed by the amendment R4-05. 
· R4-02. The committee agreed that this amendment should be eliminated since disallowing the wood foundations in SDC D0, D1, D2 or E is addressed by the amendment R4-05. 
· R4-03. The committee agreed not to amend Section R403.1 and Section R403.1.1.1.6 since they are addressed in Section R403.4 and the amended Section R404.2 respectively. The amended Figure 403.1(3) is not necessary since disallowing the wood foundations in SDC D0, D1, D2 or E is addressed by the amendment R4-05. The amended Section R403.1.2 (eliminating “with plan dimensions greater than 50 feet) is redundant sinceXXXXXX. The amended Section R403.1.3 and R403.1.5 were approved as submitted.
· R4-04. The committee agreed that this amendment should be eliminated since disallowing the wood foundations in SDC D0, D1, D2 or E is addressed by the amendment R4-05.
· R4-05. SDC E was deleted from the amendment because wood foundations are not allowed in SDC E per Section R301.2.2.4. The proposed amendment was approved as modified.
· R4-06. This amendment was proposed by LA County. The committee agreed to change “200 Sq Ft” to “144 Sq Ft” in order to void the exception be used for detached garages. The proposed amendment was approved as modified.
· R5-01. The committee approved the amendment as submitted.
· R6-01. The committee approved the amendment as submitted.
· R6-02. The committee approved the amendment as submitted.

· R6-03. The committee approved the amendment as submitted.

· R6-05. The committee approved the amendment as submitted. 
· R6-06. James Lai indicated that the footing and reinforcement are adequate for 3,000 lbs uplift based on his quick calculations. The committee approved the amendment as submitted.
· R6-07. Philip indicated that “min. 24” width for use in two-story structures” should be deleted from Figure R602.10.3.3. Jonathan will revise the Figure accordingly. The committee approved the amendment as modified. 
· R6-08. The committee approved the amendment as submitted.

· R6-09. The committee approved the amendment as submitted.

· R6-10. Ben Schmid indicated that the 16” end panel is too narrow and pinned at the base and the structure could deflect as much as 4” under seismic loading. The committee agreed to increase the panel width to 24” and limit it’s use to 1-story detached garages. The committee approved the amendment as modified.

· R6-11. Deleted. 
· R6-12. The committee approved the amendment as submitted.

· R6-13. James Lai indicated that LA-UCI wood shear wall testing was based on 33 mil. No new language was proposed and The committee approved the amendment as submitted. 
· R6-14. The committee approved the amendment as submitted.

· R6-15. The committee approved the amendment as submitted.

· R6-16. The committee approved the amendment as submitted.

· R8-01. Steve Lam proposed the amendment using the same language in IBC. The committee was concerned that the wording “sufficient size” is not clearly defined. Steve Lam will refer to NDS and propose new language for discussion during next meeting. The committee approved the amendment as modified.

· R8-02. Based on Steve Lam’s proposal, the committee recommended limiting the depth-to-thickness ratio to 2:1 in lieu of 6:1. The committee approved the amendment as modified.

· R8-03. The committee approved the amendment as submitted.

· R8-04. The amended Section R802.12.1 and its exception were deleted since the staples are not shown in Table R602.3(1) for roof and floor. The committee considered that it is more appropriate to number R802.12.2 as R804.2.4. New language limiting opening size shall be added per Section R301.2.2.2.5.4. A similar amendment to limit floor opening shall be proposed in CRC Chapter 5. The committee approved the amendment as modified.

· R10-01. The committee recommended changing “anchored in the foundation, shall be placed in the concrete” to “anchored in the concrete foundation”. The committee approved the amendment as modified.

5. Establish tasks to complete for the next scheduled meeting. Philip reminded the committee members to review all LARUCP amendments and present new proposals for discussion in the next meeting. Any proposed draft amendment should be submitted to either Philip or Jonathan so it can be circulated for discussion.
6. Determine next meeting time and location. Next meeting is tentatively scheduled on June 22, 2010 from 1 p.m. to 4:30 p.m. in the Conference Room B. Due to time constraint, the committee will meet weekly to wrap up all amendments for final approval of the Board and membership.
