8. IGCC
The Chair stated August is the deadline to publish all the proposals that were submitted in Dallas. Comments will come out in September and will be distributed to all the chapters and nationwide. We need to send it to members who will be attending the meeting in Phoenix, Arizona in November for the Final Action meeting.

Kermit stated that we do not have to wait till August to study the proposals to know which direction things are going. Focus on a 3 or 4 topic areas and work on those.

The goal is to have a position statement stating the position of the Building Officials.

The Committee agreed to:
1. Make Public Comments on 3 areas; these topics are:
1. Electric Vehicle Chargers (EVC) to make it mandatory
2. Solar Systems
3. Strawbale Construction to be Opposed   
2. Register Voting Members on line.  This should be done right away. Each Building Official should assign those individuals in their respective jurisdictions.
3. Ask for Volunteers to go to Phoenix, Arizona.  They need to be assigned the areas to look at.
4. Make a Position Statement and distribute it to all the voting members and all the Building officials by October 21st. 
1. Remove certain requirements that are being set-up after a Building is sold.
2. Remove the Life Cycle Analysis and structural Analysis as a Mandatory requirement.
3. Remove commissioning from Post Occupancy

Kermit stated that what is published on the ICC Website; are what was approved and disapproved of the 700 and so public comments.  In a couple of weeks they will publish the reasons why behind the approved comments.

Craig asked Kermit to send the link for the reasons for denial or approval.
